Dear Secretary Clinton,   
As you know, the situation in many parts of Sudan remains desperate as hundreds of thousands of persons in the Blue Nile and South Kordofan (Nuba Mountains) regions of Sudan are victims of incessant bombing and displacement. Darfur remains a place of unremitting violence.  If not destroyed by the bombardment by the Sudanese military, those being targeted are subject to starvation as the Bashir government denies access to organizations that could provide the victims of this relentless war with essential humanitarian assistance. This situation is rapidly becoming one of the most acute humanitarian crises in the world whose severity deepens with each passing day.  

The Administration is to be commended on the incredible work done to bring about a peaceful referendum resulting in the creation of a new South Sudan. Tragically, the success enjoyed by much of South Sudan has not been experienced by Sudanese residing in the Blue Nile, South Kordofan or Darfur. 
And now Christians in the north are being frightened into moving to the south as extreme measures are being invoked to deny them the freedom to practice their faith. Recent news from Khartoum is replete with stories of religious observances by Christians being challenged.  Even the most modest public expressions of ones faith are regarded as subversive.  Christians are now expected to formally identify themselves to the government – an action that implies further surveillance and harassment.  These official actions provoke Muslim extremists to attack Christians throughout the north. There is compelling evidence that the National Congress Party believes that they can with impunity drive Christians south and isolate and punish those who either cannot or choose not to leave the north.  
We ask that the United States condemn such actions in the strongest possible terms and urge action by the United Nations to bring the attention of the international community to one of the most horrific transgressions of human rights of any place in the world. 
The plight of Christians in northern Sudan adds to the suffering that the Bashir regime has inflicted upon those areas of Sudan whose aspirations were not settled to as a part of the Comprehensive Peace Agreement.  We only hope that the unfinished business of bringing peace and stability to the rest of Sudan, including the protection of Christians, will remain an urgent priority for the Administration.
